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RED

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ORANGE

ORANGE IS THE COLOR OF A CARROT, CRUNCHY AND HEALTHY.
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YELLOW

YELLOW IS THE COLOR OF A LEMON, SOUR AND ROUND.
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GREEN IS THE COLOR OF GRASS
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INDIGO

INDIGO IS THE COLOR OF RAISINS, SMALL AND DRIED.
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VIOLET

VIOLET IS THE COLOR OF LAVENDER, SWEET AND WILD.
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CLOUDS

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GOLD
